SPEECH DAY, 1972 

Speech Day was held on Monday, 8th May, in a marquee on the 
school field. The Chairman of the Governors, Mr. H. F. W. Holmes, 
T.D., M.A., presided and introduced the Headmaster" who began his 
Annual Report by summarizing the academic successes of the past 
year. 

The general standard of 1971 A. Level achievement had been the 
highest for several years, as the list of University and College Entrants 
in the School Magazine had shown. O. Level performance continued 
to improve, perhaps partly because of the recent policy of ruling "ut 
the promise of unlimited further at~empts for those who had failed 
because of laziness to reach the minimum standards required. Th\, 
highlight so far of 1972 had been Russill's Open Scholarship to New 
College, Oxford, obtained after only four terms in the Sixth. 

Music had continued to flourish in the School. The choir had been 
invited to Evensong in Salisbury Cathedral, and during the year the 
L.E.A. had appointed two teachers of brass and woodwind to instruct 
in their schools, thus endorsing the School's long policy of employing 
private specialist instructors. A £500 grant towards instruments and 
equipment had been gratefully received. . 

The games record had begun to recover from the doldrums of the 
past year or two, the Cricket XI having a particularly successful season. 
Old Boys had distinguished themselves in cricket, rugby, rowing and 
athletics. They and parents would be sorry to hear that Mr. Bates had 
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decided to relinquish responsibility for School rugby and the coaching 
of the First XV. The Headmaster paid tribute to the enthusiasm Mr. 
Bates had inspired and the example he had set over twenty years. 

After describing a number of alterations and additions to buildings, 
notably the junior day-room for boarders, the sixth form common­
room and the spectators' gallery to the squash courts, Mr. Crowther 
went on to emphasise the important part played in the life of the 
School by the activities springing from the possession of the Chapel 
and to welcome Mr. Lambert, the new Rector of Shaftesbury. 

There had been few changes of Staff during the year. Mr. Russon 
had succeeded Mrs. Sirnmonds as a part-time teacher of Arts subjects 
and Mr. Baker had succeeded Mr. Cameron. Miss Wilcox had joined 
the boarding house staff as resident ASsistant Matron. The School had 
heard with deep so~ow of the deaths of Mr. Minchin and Mr. Veale; 
a full appreciation of the debt owed by the School to these gentlemen 
had appeared in the 1971 "Shastonian". 

The Headmaster thanked Miss Woods and Major Perkins for their 
continued co-operation, and wished the latter well in his impending 
retirement. He concluded by paying tribute to the unselfishness of 
the staff in their organization of a wide range of societies and expe­
ditions, and thanked the Parents' Association, Old Boys and all those 
Friends of the School who had made gifts or so generously given their 
time and guidance. 

When the distinguished chief guest, Sir William Hayter, K.C.M.G., 
Warden of New College, Oxford, had presented the prizes, he em­
phasised that the purpose of a University education was not purely 
vocational; it was the critical approach learned there that was perhaps 
of greatest value in public and private life. 

After a vote of thanks proposed by the Head Boy, L. N. Summer­
son, Governors and parents were entertained to tea and invited to 
look at a number of displays in the School and Chapel.

L Living in Community 

During Lent two mid-week sessions were held on "Community". 
The Ven. E. L. Seager, Archdeacon of Dorset, ·illustrated his talk 
with colour slides on "The Taize Community", an ecumenical mon­
astic community in France dedicated to Unity and to work in their 
local district. The community attracts. many visitors throughout the 
year, especially young people. Taize has a freshness in its approach 
to the Religious Life. Its emphasis, is on a "living liturgy" full' of 
vigour, splendid simplicity, and joy. 

The Revd. Canon Percy Smith, warden of the Pilsdon Com­
munity, explained the work and aim of Pilsdon. The Community 
seeks to follow Christ's teaching of Lllve towards God and Neighbour. 
Pilsdon, formed by Canon Smith i" the Vicarage of his small country 
parish, is based on the principle of accepting people for what they 
are. The Community has, all sorts of people under its care. 

2. Baptism, Confirmation, and Eucharist 

The Bishop of Salisbury (the late Rt. Revd. Joseph Fison) baptised 
one'boy, confirmed a group of our boys, an4 presided at the Eucharist, 
at which there were some ,120 communicants. In· his address the 
Bishop echoed the theme of a sermon he gave when he was enthroned 
Bishop of Salisbury. He mentioned that when our Lord was bap­
tised He was at the lowest point on the earth",the River Jordan. 
Before taking His step up to His ministry and work He went "down", 
down into the Jordan to be baptised. At the height of His ministry 
He went "down", humiliated and crucified, only to "rise" in glory 
at the resurrection. The Bishop said that this was a guide for the 
Christian life; in order to do anything we must humble ourselves, 
go "down" and submit ourselves to the Creator's will. 

k was a wonderful occasion, living and inspiring. It will be 
repeated. 
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3. Fifth and Sixth Form Conferences 
The North Dorset Branch of the Christian Education Movement 

arranged two half-day conferences for young people in the Shaftes­
bury-Gillingham area on Monday, 20th March, 1972. The general 
theme of the conference was "Why Believe?" This wa~ dealt with 
at some depth by the Revd. Canon John Townroe, a former Warden 
of King's College, London, at Warminster. Schools participating in 
the morning conference, held at Gillingham School, included some 
160 Sth formers from Christy's School, Shaftesbury High School, 
Shaftesbury Grammar School and Gi,llingharn School. Following 
Canon Townroe's talk, the conference members split up into dis­
cussion groups, where their task was tll formulate at least one question 
to put to a panel. The standard of questions was very high indeed and 
showed interest in the reasons behind personal faith, the relation of 
Science to Religion, and the future of the Church. 

In the afternoon some 60 sixth formers from Gillingham School, 
Shaftesbury High School, and Shafteshury Grammar School met at 
Shaftesbury Grammar School. The conference followed a similar 
pattern to the morning conference and, as the weather was good, 
group discussions took place outside on the school field. Mter tea, 
again outside, groups met in the school hall to put their questions to 
the panel consisting of Canon Townroe, Bernard Chapman of the 
U.K. Atomic Energy Research Authority, Barrie Lawrence, a local 
dentist, and Mrs. Cripps, wife of a local vet. and mother of four 
children. The panel was chaired by the Revd. Geoffrey Grifijths, 
Associate Secretary (Conferences) for the Christian Education Move­
ment in Wiltshire and Dorset.

Christmas cards in aid of the Multiple Sclerosis 
Society were purchased by a number of boys to the value of about

programmes. A 'Mile of Pennies' raised about £5 towards the 
Geriatric Ward Fund.

MUSIC 
The main event of the musical calendar was the concert at the end 

of the summer term. It was an ambitious programme, the Jeremiahs 
foretelling disaster, but was unbelievably successful. I shouldn't sound 
surprised, should I? The music was conservative but we managed to 
perfortU the works well. Solo items were prepared by Jeremy Cox, 
some appropriate guttural spluttering in German. lieder, and a 
refined perfortnance of Britten's "Oliver Croniwell". Jon Luxton 
played the horn romantically, Dennis Bye the trumpet with excessive 
virtuosity; Nicholas Hopton played Poulenc's "En diligence" mysteri­
ously. The great triumvirate of Jeremy Cox, Patrick Russill and 
Nicholas Hopton sang part of Byrd's Three Part Mass stylishly. The 
departure of the latter two was publicly lamented. Never in the field 
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of musical cacophony has' s~ much been offered by so few. The 
orchestra excelled themselveS with'Bach's SUite No. 3 in D, Mozart's 
"Sleigh Ride", and some eighteenth century voluntaries by Maxwell 
.Davies. We had the orchestra augmented by mature or past members, 
and pupils from Blandford School taught by Mr. Purcell, and to­
gether they made a fine noise, including the percussion section! The 
choir sang 'everything to a high standard, particularly the last worK, 
"0 be joyful" by Vaughan Williams. Other works included ones by 
Handel and Hoist. I think that everyone felt that this was something 
very well don~. 

As any work that would do Patrick Russill justice could not be 
included in the concert, he gave a separate recital in the saine week 
at Holy Trinity, performing works by French composers, including 
works by Couperin, Franck, and Messiaen, whom he plays with 
exceptional understanding and sympathy . 

. Besides the people already m!'i>tionoo the choir .. mourns the losses 
of Vernon Gudgeon, P. and M. Craig-McFeely, and of the seniors, 
Joe Apps and lan lohnstone.

"THE CAPTAIN OF KOPENICK" 
The Dramatic Society gave four performances of "The Captain 

of Kopenick" in the ,Memorial Hall on 15th, 16th, 18th and 19th 
December. This outstanding comedy by Carl Zuckmayer, 'adapted 
for the English stage by John Mortimer, is based on the true story 
of Wilhelm Voigt'srise from being an unemployed' petty criminalto 
his triumph as an audacious celebrity. ' , 

In a series of scenes Voigt 'is shown' struggling in vain, against the 
uniformed bureaucracy to obtain' a, work permit or passport in order 
to start a new life. Finally he buys, secondhand; a caproin's uniform, 
commands a platoon of soldiers to follow him > and with this small 
force takes over the Town Hall of Kopenick: His success is all but 
absolute: everyone obeys him; he arrests the Burgomaster and 
removes the Town's funds; but he fails to get his passport because 
there is 110 passport office ill Kopenick. He surrenders to the Berlill 
police and lhe Kaiser is delighted becauSe Voigt has so well proved 
the Gernian virtue of obedience to authority. "Ridicnlous," cries 
Voigt 'when he sees himself in uniform in a looking glass; and the 
whole episode is ridicnlous, but in 1906 it actually happened. 
, Mr. B. G. Brooks' productiOli of this play; with its twelve scenes 
and large cast, was ,both ingenious ,and athnirable. In additioll he 
played the central role of Wilhebu Voigt with all the reqnired pathos 
in the first act alld all the lIecessary authority in the secolld. 
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Mr. G. Hough was the proud Burgomaster of Kiipenick, resplen­
dent in his new uniform and toially amusing in his efforts to put on 
an old one which no longer fitted; Peter Strawbridge played Frati 
Obermiiller, the personification of stately German womanhood; Simon 
Burd was the cheerful, likeable rogue who befriended Voigt and 
doubled in the part of a Superintendent of Police; Mark Pyrke ,was 
a very Prussian corporal; Jeremy Cox took the parts of the prison 
governor with a military mania and the Chief of Police in BeiIin. 

The various officials and officers were played by the following, some 
taking two or more parts: Richard Attwood, a sergeant; Peter Shrub­
sole, a policeman; Timothy Burgess, a prispn warder; Peter Dancer 
was wonderfully 'aristocratic as Von Schlettow and he doubled as a 
dandy Prussian officer; Christopher Brough was a Superintendent of 
Police, an officer and a grenadier; David Perry, a passport official; 
Nicholas Burd, a Colll1llissioner' and a doss house keeper; Richard 
Spencer, the Treasurer of Kiipenick; and Mr. T. P. Jones, an im­
pressive prison chaplain as well as a servile official and Voigt's brother­
in-law. Nigel Wilkinson and Daniel Richards played the parts of two 
schoolboys, and Malcolm Hayward a waiter and photographer. 

Timothy Burgess, David Perry, Peter Bolton, Stewart McKie, 
MaIcolm Hayward and Anthony Escott made up a well-drilled, goose­
stepping squad of soldiers and douliled as convicts in the prison scene. 

The scenery was devised by Mr. Brooks 'from an idea of Timothy 
Hedge and constructed by Mr. M. J. Webber and Mr. W. B. Smith, 
assisted by the Stage Gang, M. Armitage, T. Finding and T. Toogood. 
The excellent portrait of Kaiser WilheIm n was painted by J. P. T. 
Sanford. 

Lighting and sound effects were expertly controlled by John Hunt, 
Malcolm Johnstone and Christopher Edgley. The military music in 
the play and during the interval was composed by Mr. R. Dicker and 
recorded by him with the Shaftesbury T9wn Band.

SHAFTESBURY ON SKIS 

In February of 1972 a trip took place after months of preparation. 
It was a week of skiing in Le Mont Dore, a small town in the Auvergne 
district. 

We left Shaft,esburY,at eleven o'clock on the morning of the 28th 
for Gatwick airport, picking up members of Wimborne's Queen 
Elizabeth's school on the way, and arrived at ten o'clock that evening 
in Le Mont Dore. 

Le Mont Dore is over 1500 feet above sea level and covers an area 
of about two or three square miles. 

Our home for the week was to be the Hotel St. George. ,The food 
was delicious and was served by a very jocular young Frenchman 
known to us as Claude. He went everywhere with us and enjoyed, 
as we did, every minute of it. 

After having a rather 'boisterous first night we went down to a 
breakfast of coffee and rolls and were, told about our stay. It was 
then that the Shaftesbury party was divided intp two with Mr. B. S. 
Bates taking one group and Mr. B. G. Brooks the other. Equipped 
with our skis, we left, on the coach, for the slopes. 

Fifteen minutes later we artived at the ski runs and had our first 
experience of skiing. It was very hard at first; some of us could not 
even put our skis on witliout help from someone, but towards,the.end 
of the morning we had ;ill mastered the basics of skiing and were 
thoroughly enjoying ourselves when the session ended. 
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That afternoon we assembled on the slopes and waited for the 
instructor, Jean-Pierre. He was tall and slender, with a limited know­
ledge of English. He took up the whole of the afternoon teaching us 
how to ski the proper way, as we all had our different methods of 
getting around. 

When we got back to the hotel there were two hours or more before 
dinner which could be spent as we liked. Some occupied their time 
by pursuing the girls on the trip, while others preferred to spend their 
time talking about the humorous happenings of the day. 

At eight o'clock, with dinner finished, we retired to our rooms to 
work on the project which we had chosen to do, on the Auvergne or 
on another part of France. Afterwards we went down to the dining 
hall again where we played cards or danced for· an hour or two. 

Besides skiing we had some interesting visits to neighbouring towns; 
there were four altogether, starting with an afternoon at a creperie, 
where crepes or pancakes are made. The price of the crepe varied 
according to the topping you chose. Our enthusiasm drove us toward 
the dearest ones with walnuts and cream but when we heard the 
money was to come from our pockets we were forced to choose those 
of the cheaper variety with sugar and jam I 

The next optional visit we had was to a heated, indoor swimming 
pool at La Bourboule where I was quite surprised to find how hygienic 
the French pools are; after we had changed we were told to go irito 
the shower cubicles and have a qnick, hot shower before going in and 
even when we were in we had to limit our climbing in and out I 
,Despite the numerous things we had to. do before having a swim we 
were quite refreshed afterwards. 

On the following Saturday we all went on a' grand tour of the 
second largest dam in France, the Dam of Bon. It supplies a very 
large part of the Dordogne with electricity and because of its size, 
360 feet high and 1,270 feet wide, it is almost entirely run by com­
puters, which are stationed a few miles away from the actual dam. 

When we had been shown around the whole of the dam and its 
expensive equipment we moved on to t1!e CMteau de Val, a magnifi­
cent chateau situated at the far end of the dam on an island. . Built 
in the fifteenth century for a baron, the chateau has n spiral staircase 
leading up to the maiD. roOniS with their beautifully decorated fire­
places, ceilings and inlaid floors. The walls still have their original 
hand-painted designs and are remarkably preserved. With the day 
coming to an end we had to leave the tiny island with its majestic 
castle. 

That night we were to have a typically French dinrier starting off 
with soup and, a fruit punch, "followed by numerous other courses 
and rounded off with fruit, all of which took up at least two hours. 
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Sunday morning was the time I feared most; it wa~ the end of our 
week's stay in France and this also meant tests I We had two tests, 
one French and the other British. As it had been a snowy night, the 
winds and cold did not help much but to my relief the tests were short 
and quickly done with. So at lunch the British badges were awarded. 
We all passed! It was a great relief but we had yet to learn of our 
success in the French Ecole de Ski test, which was awarded that 
evening; all of the instructors came, as a farewell gesture mainly, and 
Danielle gave out the badges with a well-deserved French kiss! 
Again we all were successful. That night was the last we were to 
spend in France, for that holiday at least, and in the morning after 
we had packed and returned our skis we reluctantly left Le Mont Dore, 
across th~ beautiful countryside of the Auvergne to Clermont Ferrand, 
from where we flew home.

EXPEDITION TO ANDORRA, 1972 

The preparations for this trip rcally began in the wet months of 
the Shaftesbury winter. Mr. Simmonds asked for volunteers for a 
suDuner camping and tr~kking expedition in. Andorra, a small co­
princip31ity situated in the Pyrenees between France and Spain. The 
party was to be led by himself and Mr. Webber, and would consist 
of ten boys from the fifth and sixth forms. It was decided to hire a 
12-seater Land Rover and a trailer, the only practical method of 
transporr. 

We left a wet and misty Shaftesbury at 09.30 on Sund~y, July 
9th, taking: the Southampton - Cherbourg ferry. Upon landing in 
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France, we travelled on as quickly as possible, stopping only for fuel 
(for the occupants as well as the vehicle!), and calling at Fougcres, 
Tours, Limoges and Toulouse; arriving at A.'I:-Les-Thennes (near 
the Andorran border) at 18.30 on Monday. We camped there for two 
nights, trekking in the French Pyrenees towards the "Tute de l'Ours", 
a mount$ of some 2,800 metres. 

On the Wednesday, July 12th, we moved into Andorra, where we 
camped in the Val d'lncles, a few miles from Soldeu (pop. 50). That 
night we relaxed from the arduous routine of travelling and camping, 
by treating ourselves to a meal in a Soldeu restaurant, where the 
"rose" flowed freely. The following day, the party ascended the 
Pic de l'Estanyo (2912 metres), leaving Mawdsley at base camp, hold­
ing the fort (and his stomach, musing over the indiscretions of the 
previous night. Mr. Simmonds and Searle placed an invisible S.G.S. 
!lag on the summit, much to the alarm of their insurance policies, and 
the party returned to camp for supper with their greatly-recovered 
sage. 

Friday was spent in the capital of Andorra La Vella, which was 
invaded by a host of French Bastille-day tourists; and the party 
acquired an assortment of souvenirs and presents. Tired and hot, we 
thus made our way back to camp. The next day saw the party climbing 
the Pic de Casarnanya (2702 metres), and visiting the church of 
Sant J oan de Casellas near Canillo. With the heavens opened, we 
spent Sunday resting in our tents amidst a torrential downpour; and 
the following morning we moved back into France. 

At about 15.00 we arrived at a camp-site in Luchon, about 200 
miles west of· of Andorra, and camped there for the night. On the 
morning, Tuesday July 18, we shopped in the town; Armitage had a 
bad· stomach-upset, and so we were to spend the whole day in Luchon 
hoping he would recover by the following day. The afternoon was 
spent in looking for a more primitive camp-site; we finally discovered 
a very pleasant spot (there was a Pyrenean thunderstorm at the time!) 
in the Val d'Astau, situated in the mountains above Luchon. The 
sixth form moved in with a two-man tent to safeguard the position, and 
the main' group followed the next day. Thursday and Friday were 
spent following the Grande Randonnee 10 (long-distance footpath) 
up the Val d'Esquierry, a hanging valley at about 2500 metres, and 
trekking to the Refuge d'Espingo, a mountain hostel for climbers. 

On Saturday we left for ParIS, stoppmg only at Poitiers for two 
hours in the evening. At 04.30 on Sunday morning, about 70km. from 
Paris, the Land Rover started an impersonation of a snare-drurn, ru;td 
came to a spluttering halt. We did not continue on our way until 
mid-day, having found a mechaiJic to repair a valve-gasket; and after 
a perilous journey through the Paris traffic, we camped at Maisons-
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Laffitte in the late afternoon. Monday was our day in Paris, and every­
one went his own way around the famous capital, visiting such places 

,as Arc de Triomphe, Place de la Concorde, Comedie Franl'l!ise, Notre­
Dame, Opera, Palais du Louvre and the Palais Royal. Several of the 
group went on ,a guided tour in the eveniog, and we, all met back at 
camp. 

Rising at 06.00 the next morniog, we broke camp and left at 08.30 
to eatch the 12.00 feiry from Le Havre to Southampton. Misfortune, 
however, was sti11 with us, for the offside tyre of the trailer burst Skm. 
from Le Havre. As it was clear that the trailer could not be towed 
to meet the ferry, the parry was split up. Mr. Sinunonds went on 
ahead to explain events back in Shaftesbury, taking Lilley, Lowndes, 
Powrie, Searle, Cu11ingford and House with him. 'They caught the 
12.00 ferry, leaving Mr. Webber with the vehicle and trailer, accom­
panied by Hewitt, Mawdsley, Armitage and Toogood. 

We, the rearguard, had the trailer towed to the quayside, and booked 
for the midnight ferry, spending the afternoon looking at the town. 
Mr. Webber secured a meal at a waterfront restaurant, which restored 
everyone's spirits, and we boarded the ferry inunediately afterwards. 
The trailer was deposited for repairs at Southampton, and the remain­
der of the expedition arrived at Shaston at about 10.00 on Wednesday 
July 26. Despite the unfortunate breakdowns, everyone enjoyed the 
trip, and appreciated the organisation and responsibilities undertaken 
by Mr. Sinunonds and Mr. Webber.

The prophets, brought up on a 1971 diet of Gatehouse; Edgley, C. and 

Burgess-not to mention Gray and Wilkinson-and All, gave scant chance 
to the 1972 side. In fact it proved a lively and determined XV capable of 
maintaining the reputation 'of the past S.G.S. Colts XV's-evel) if it did 
contrive- to do things the hard wa·y. Its habit of always aHowing the op~ 
PClsition to gain a commanding lead and then sink them by coming strongly 
-from behicd was exciting to the speciators but nerve~wracking to the master~ 
in-charge, and took self .. confidence to ridiculous lengths. Against Bourne­
mouth it was misguided . 

It was a good side but technically not a great onc. The three-quarters 
were potentially as good as any before. There was the powerful ebullience 
of Spencer and the detennined running of L. Escott in the centre; the 
untutored elusive speed of Stainer in his first tenn of rugby and the speed 
and crooked throw-in of Houghton on the wings.

To 
lead them, Pike at No. 8: experienced, very hard to put down, rather \quiet. 
Hewison's sheer drive and enthusiasm were sadly missed for the rest of the 
season. He broke his ann again, at Clayesmore, and was out until the last 
couple of matches. 

True, wc had no Edgley to do the kicking at goal, but we did have the 
combined skills of Deacon, in front, and Escott. from distance-not that 
the captain was keen to take all the chances offered-and they managed 
well enough. 

Palmer, vice-captain and scrum half, was often criticised from the touch­
line for a somewhat wayward service to Hancock, but he was durable and 
a redoubtable prompter of his pack at all times. 

Hancock. outside-half and captain, undoubtedly had the running and 
tactical kicking ability to make the openings for his threequarteIS, but his 
concentration wavered even within a ~ingle match.
